MEN’S THURSDAY NIGHT GOLF LEAGUE

MEADOWVIEW GOLF COURSE

The Men’s Thursday Night Golf League will see many changes from 2007 and will be reverting back to a format similar to a few years ago.  Cost to play in the league is still $40 per person and play for all players will begin promptly at 5:30 PM.  We will begin earlier this year, which will allow us to complete the four, 4-week sessions if we would have a rain-out or two during the summer.  This year’s format will be:

 3 players on each team, 2 players of that team will play against 2 players from an

             Opposing team.  Point Quota System:

                                    Hole-in-one------------------6 points

                                    Double eagle-----------------5 points

                                    Eagle--------------------------4 points

                                    Birdie--------------------------3 points

                                    Par------------------------------2 points

                                    Bogey--------------------------1 point

                                    Double Bogey or worse-----0 points

 The 3rd player from each team will play to try to beat his point quota for that night

 Each team has an opportunity to receive 9 points each league night.  Each team    

               Member receives a point for completing 9 holes each league night.  If your team

               Wins the match that night, you receive 3 points.  Any player on your team who 

               Beats his quota receives 1 point (½ point if you tie your quota), (if 2 teams tie, 

               Each will receive 1 ½ points for the match)

 Once you have established your 3 players on your team, no substitutions will be 

               Allowed.  If you start the league with only 2 players on your team, you may

               Add another person to bring your team up to three players (the additional player

               Will have to pay the $40 league fee no matter when he joins your team).  Once 

               3 man-teams are set, no substitutions will be allowed--this will keep some teams 

               From having 3 or 4 or 5 guys ready to play on any night, so that team will 

               Always have 3 players (remember: each player receives a point for his team just 

               By playing each league night--this will prevent those teams with 7 available

               Players getting that extra point each week by having 3 players show up to play).  

 Each match is a quota match--the team most over their required quota wins the 

              Match.  If only 1 player on a team can compete, he will have to play with a blind 

              And the blind score will be -7

 The League will have 2 divisions, (American League and National League), the         

               League will play 16 weeks which will be split into four 4-week sessions.

               After 4 weeks of play, the team in each division with the highest point total will

               Win that session, then we will start a new session.  This way we will have more

               Teams qualify for the playoffs and if you have a bad start to a session, there is 

               Always the next session.  At the end of all four 4-week sessions, we will have 

               8 teams qualify for the playoffs

 Teams who win each session will be given prizes.  Your team can only qualify for  

               The playoffs once, so if your team wins the 1st session, you will win gift 

               Certificates for winning that session.  If your team wins the 2nd, 3rd, or 4th 

               Session, since you have already qualified for the playoffs, you will win the gift 

               Certificates for winning that session, but the next place team will qualify for the  

               Playoffs, but receive no gift certificates, since they qualified for the playoffs by 

               Not winning their division.  This way, we will ensure that 8 teams will qualify 

               For the play-offs.  The playoffs will be held in the usual league format, 2 teams  

               Playing each other--point quota system to advance in the playoffs.  If all 3  

               Members of that team can play that night in the playoffs, all 3 members of that  

               Team will play together for the usual points--so we could possibly have 6-somes 

               Playing in the playoffs.  Each team must designate before play that night, which  

               2 of the 3 team members will be playing the opposing team.  The extra player 

               That night is just playing for the possible extra point.

 The last night of each of the 4 league sessions will be a position night, (ex: the 

               Team in first place plays the team in second place, and so on…)

        Each session will be a 4-week session, if we get rained out one night, the league

                Will be extended by one week, allowing us to complete all four, 4-week                   

                 Sessions.

 If, by chance, after a 4-week session, there is a tie to determine the champion of 

               That session, the 2 tied teams MUST find a time to playoff before the next  

               League night to determine the winner of that session.  If those 2 tied teams do 

               Not play off before the next scheduled league night, both teams will be 

               Disqualified and the 3rd place team from that session will qualify for the playoffs

 Play will begin at 5:30 PM sharp, and play begins April 3.
 POINT QUOTAS---if you played in league last year, your quota will be used from 

               That league, if you did not play in league last year but have an official USGA

               Handicap, we will set a quota for you based on that handicap.  If you didn’t 

               Play in league last year and don’t have a USGA Handicap, you must play 9 

               Holes sometime prior to when league play begins April 3rd, turn in your score-

               Card to the Golf Shop and a quota will be determined for you.  If you do not

               Have one of the 3 available options listed, you must play in league once to 

               Establish your quota.  That night you will have to play as a blind and score -7, 

               But will receive a point for completing 9 holes that night.

 All League player quotas will be established based on your last 3 league scores

               (Ex: the last 3 weeks you have scored 12, 10, and 11 points, that is 33 total 

               Points, divided by 3 weeks, equals 11 points which is your point quota for next

               Week.  Fractions .5 and over are rounded up, .4 and below are rounded down

 The cost to play each week is $19 which includes cart.  This $19 will also enter 

               You in the weekly games such as long drive, closest-to-the-pin, long putt, most 

               Points over quota, closest-to-the-pin in regulation, etc.  We will also have a 

               Blind draw each league night for gift certificates in the golf shop for $15, $10, 

               And $5.  These will be handed out each league night as well as the weekly game                   

               Winners - YOU MUST BE PRESENT TO WIN!!  We will have food and  

               Drink specials each week for league players.

 A final League Awards Banquet will be held on the final playoff night of league,

                Whenever that will be depending on how many rain-outs we have, held in the 

                 Café on the Green at Meadowview Golf Course.  A steak night at a very 

                 Special price to all players will be held that night.

       During the playoffs, we will hold a scramble or some other type event for any

                 Players not competing in the playoffs but still wishing to play some

                 Competitive golf.  These will also begin at 5:30 PM.

We feel this format is a great option with several improvements over 2007.  Plan on attending the informational meeting March 27, 2008 at 6 PM in the Café at Meadowview Golf Course.  We will be discussing this format in detail and will answer any questions you may have.  We will be signing up teams starting March 1, 2008.  Singles are encouraged to join, we will do our best to find a team for you.
